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Bullet Ownership Bill (BOB)
Short title. This Act may be cited as the (BOB) Bullet Ownership Bill or Bullet Owners Identification Card Act. This is a Gun Safety Bill.
Sec. 1. It is hereby declared as a matter of legislative determination that in order to promote and protect the health, safety and welfare of the public, it is necessary and in the public interest to provide a system of identifying persons who are not qualified to acquire or possess firearms, firearm ammunition within the State of North Carolina by the establishment of a system of Bullet Owner's Identification Cards, thereby establishing a practical and workable system by which law enforcement authorities will be afforded an opportunity to identify those persons who are prohibited from acquiring or possessing firearm ammunition.

Sec. 3. (a) Except as provided in Section 3a, no person may knowingly transfer, or cause to be transferred, any firearm, firearm ammunition to any person within this State unless the transferee with whom he deals displays a currently valid Bullet Owner's Identification Card which has previously been issued in his name by the Department of State Police under the provisions of this Act. In addition, all firearms, transfers by federally licensed firearm dealers are subject to Section 3.1. 
    (b) Any person within this State who transfers or causes to be transferred any firearm, shall keep a record of such transfer for a period of 10 years from the date of transfer. Such record shall contain the date of the transfer; the description, serial number or other information identifying the firearm, if no serial number is available; and, if the transfer was completed within this State, the transferee's Bullet Owner's Identification Card number. On demand of a peace officer such transferor shall produce for inspection such record of transfer.

Sec. 4. (a) Any resident may purchase ammunition from a person outside of North Carolina. Any resident purchasing ammunition outside the State of North Carolina must provide the seller with a copy of his or her valid Bullet Owner's Identification Card and either his or her North Carolina driver's license or North Carolina State Identification Card prior to the shipment of the ammunition. The ammunition may be shipped only to an address on either of those 2 documents.

 (b) In conducting the inquiry, the local Sheriff  Department shall initiate and complete an automated search of its criminal history record information files and those of the Federal Bureau of Investigation, including the National Instant Criminal Background Check System, and of the files of the Department of Human Services relating to mental health and developmental disabilities to obtain any felony conviction or patient hospitalization information which would disqualify a person from obtaining or require revocation of a currently valid Bullet Owner's Identification Card.

Sec. 5. (a) The local Sheriff Departments shall either approve or deny all applications within 30 days from the date they are received, and every applicant found qualified pursuant this Act by the Department shall be entitled to a Bullet Owner's Identification Card upon the payment of a $7 seven Dollar fee. $3 of each fee derived from the issuance of Bullet Owner's Identification Cards, or renewals thereof shall be deposited in the State Police Services Fund and $1 of such fee shall be deposited in the Bullet Owner's Notification Fund. Monies in the Firearm Owner's Notification Fund shall be used exclusively to pay for the cost of sending notices of expiration of Firearm Owner's Identification Cards under this Act. Excess monies in the Bullet Owner's Notification Fund shall be used to ensure the prompt and efficient processing of applications.

Sec. 6 The local Sheriff Departments has authority to deny an application for or to revoke and seize a Firearm Owner's Identification Card previously issued under this Act only if the Department finds that the applicant or the person to whom such card was issued is or was at the time of issuance:

    (a) A person under 21 years of age who has been convicted of a misdemeanor other than a traffic offense or adjudged delinquent; 
    (b) A person under 21 years of age who does not have the written consent of his parent or guardian to acquire and possess firearms and firearm ammunition, or whose parent or guardian has revoked such written consent, or where such parent or guardian does not qualify to have a Firearm Owner's Identification Card; 
    (c) A person convicted of a felony under the laws of this or any other jurisdiction; 
    (d) A person addicted to narcotics; 
    (e) A person who has been a patient of a mental institution within the past 5 years; 
    (f) A person whose mental condition is of such a nature that it poses a clear and present danger to the applicant, any other person or persons or the community; for the purposes of this Section, "mental condition" means a state of mind manifested by violent, suicidal, threatening or assault behavior. 
    (g) A person who is mentally retarded; 
    (h) A person who intentionally makes a false statement in the Firearm Owner's Identification Card application; 
    (i) An alien who is unlawfully present in the United States under the laws of the United States; 
    (i‑5) An alien who has been admitted to the United States under a non‑immigrant visa (as that term is defined in Section 101(a)(26) of the Immigration and Nationality Act (8 U.S.C. 1101(a)(26))), except that this subsection (i‑5) does not apply to any alien who has been lawfully admitted to the United States under a non‑immigrant visa if that alien is:

j) A person who is subject to an existing order of protection prohibiting him or her from possessing a firearm; 
    (k) A person who has been convicted within the past 5 years of battery, assault, aggravated assault, violation of an order of protection, or a substantially similar offense in another jurisdiction, in which a firearm was used or possessed; 
    (l) A person who has been convicted of domestic battery or a substantially similar offense in another jurisdiction committed on or after January 1, 1998; 
    (m) A person who has been convicted within the past 5 years of domestic battery or a substantially similar offense in another jurisdiction committed before January 1, 1998; 
    (n) A person who is prohibited from acquiring or possessing firearms or firearm ammunition by any Illinois State statute or by federal law; 
    (o) A minor subject to a petition filed under Section 5‑520 of the Juvenile Court Act of 1987 alleging that the minor is a delinquent minor for the commission of an offense that if committed by an adult would be a felony; or 
    (p) An adult who had been adjudicated a delinquent minor under the Juvenile Court Act of 1987 for the commission of an offense that if committed by an adult would be a felony.
