 (BOB) Bullet Ownership Bill 

We want to announce an effort to stop legal handgun ammunition sales to people that can not legally buy a gun across our state. We believe that preventing access to ammunition is just as important as preventing access to guns. We also believe that the Bullet Ownership Bill (BOB) is the best way to promote and protect the health, safety and welfare of the public by providing a system of identifying persons who are not qualified to acquire or possess firearms and firearm ammunition within the state of North Carolina.
Today the only requirement in North Carolina for buying handgun ammunition is that you are 18 years old and have an ID. The Violent Crime Control and Law Enforcement Act of 1994 made it unlawful for any person to sell, deliver or otherwise transfer a handgun or ammunition only suitable for a handgun to anyone younger than 18 years old. It is also illegal for persons under the age of 18 to knowingly possess a handgun or ammunition only suitable for a handgun.

There is no requirement that the storeowners asked the following question. 

(1) Are you a convicted felon?

(2) Do you have a court case pending? 

(3) Are you required to take Mental Health Medication? 
(4) Have you ever been arrested for domestic violence? 
Please keep in mind the law says; It shall be unlawful for any person who has been convicted in any court of a misdemeanor crime of domestic violence or is a convicted felony, to ship or transport in interstate or foreign commerce, or possess in or affecting commerce, any firearm or ammunition; or to receive any firearm or ammunition which has been shipped or transported in interstate or foreign commerce. The way around this law is not to ask the above questions. 

Bullet Ownership Bill (BOB) We believe that a Bullet Owner’s Identification Card is a practical and workable system to identify persons prohibited by our Criminal Code from acquiring or possessing firearms and firearm ammunition.
Durham City and County has added this to their Legislative package. It’s the Bullet that killing us.
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
