Three bond referenda worth $218.44 million are on the general
election ballot to be approved by Charlotte voters. Financing for
these bonds is already part of the city budget, so a "yes" vote
will not result in higher taxes for Charlotte residents.

Bond funds will be used to upgrade and enhance
transportation corridors, build workforce housing and improve
streets, gutters, sidewalks and other features in older
neighborhoods and emerging high-growth areas.

Project Highlight: Cross Charlotte Trail (XCLT)

This expansive multi-use trail will connect Mecklenburg County's
existing system of greenways to form one of the longest urban
trailways in North Carolina, spanning from York County to
Cabarrus County. The 2014 bond package included an
advancement of $5 million that allowed the city to begin master
planning for the 26-mile portion within city limits.

This year, $25 million is on the ballot for the city to continue
master planning within city limits to extend the trail to Ballantyne,

The city estimates
that approximately 98,000 jobs and 80,000 residents will be
located within a half-mile of the trail.
