• Home caregivers providing regular medical care to medically fragile children and adults
• Everyone ages 65 and older
• Healthcare workers with in-person patient contact
• Long-term care staff and residents
• Anyone working in childcare or PreK-12 schools
• Frontline essential workers (critical manufacturing, essential goods, food and agriculture, 

government and community service, healthcare and public health, public safety and transportation)
• People ages 16 to 64 with higher risk medical conditions (eligible March 17)
• People living in a close group living setting (eligible March 17) 

Do I need to make an appointment? 
Yes, you will need to sign up for a time slot. To sign up please copy and paste the link below into your 
browser. It will take you to a page on Sign-up Genius. http://bit.ly/ULCC_VaccineEvent
Then, click on a desired time slot for your appointment. 
An appointment for your second dose will be given to you when you get your first vaccine. 
Please note there might be a wait. We will make every effort to maintain scheduled appointment times.

What is the cost of the vaccination?
If you do have insurance, the fee will be paid by your insurance company, at no cost to you.
If you do not have insurance, the fee can be paid by the Provider Relief Fund, with no cost to you.
