Adams to Hold State of the District and
Swearing-In Events

CONCORD, N.C. (December 7, 2022) — Congresswoman Alma
Adams (NC-12) will hold her annual “State of the District” and
biannual “Ceremonial Swearing-In” on Thursday, January 19,
2023. Adams was elected to a 5th full term representing North
Carolina’s 12th Congressional District in November.

The first event starts at 11:00 AM in Cabarrus County, Location
TBD. Starting January 3, Rep. Adams will represent part of
Cabarrus County for the first time since 2017.

The second event starts at 7:00 AM in Mecklenburg County,
Location TBD. Rep. Adams continues to represent Huntersville,
Cornelius, DavidsonthMint Hill, part of Charlotte, and part of
Matthews in the 118" Congress.

Committee, where she serves as Chair of the Workforce
Protections Subcommittee. In 2015, Rep. Adams co-founded the
first Bipartisan HBCU Caucus in Congress. She is a graduate of
North Carolina A&T State University, one of the 1890s institutions.
